Over the years, The City of Gun Barrel City budget document has evolved from a simple financial report with
proposals for expenditures and with the estimates of revenue to a document that has become the most
comprehensive annual document concerning budgetary items. Therefore, the budget is the most important
working document and planning tool used by the City Council and staff for providing the level of service to the
citizens of Gun Barrel City. As with the previous year, this budger is very conservative. City Staff has
identified other capital purchase items that are not in the budget. If there is an increase in sales tax or the
economy begins to show positive movement, we anticipate additional purchases for the Police, Fire and Streets.

The charts below show the increases and decreases in the 2013/2014 budget compared to 2012/2013.

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The 2013/2014 budget has a 1% COLA for all employees and the addition of long/short term disability for all
eligible employees. It also includes funds to expand the current pond at the City Park and major repairs for the
Street Department water truck and Animal Control truck. Debt Service has been decreased with the pay-off of
the Fire Department ladder truck and reducing the City Hall payment by applying $200,000 towards the
principal amount from the proceeds of the sale of “Old City Hall". This gave the City the ability to finance
improvements and expansions made to the Police and Fire Department buildings from the Reserve Fund
Account (money set aside from prior year budget rollovers), paying ourselves back at 2% interest over a 2 year
period.

In conclusion, the mission of this budget is to produce an accurate statement of the intent and use of City
monies in fiscal year 2013/2014. This budget is a user friendly document that can be utilized as a tool by the
City Council, City Staff and the Citizens of Gun Barrel City.

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ORDINANCE #0-2013-018

AN ORDINANCE MAKING APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE SUPPORT

OF THE CITY OF GUN BARREL CITY FOR THE ENSUING
FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2013, AND ENDING
SEPTEMBER 30, 2014; ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE
CITY OF GUN BARREL CITY FOR THE 2013-2014 FISCAL YEAR;
PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL
OF ALL ORDINANCES AND APPROPRIATIONS IN CONFLICT
WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS ORDINANCE; AND PROVIDING
FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Whereas, the City Manager of the City of Gun Barrel City, Texas, has submitted to the
City Council a proposed budget of the revenues and expenditures of the City of Gun Barrel City
for the period beginning October 1, 2013, and ending September 30, 2014, and which said budget
has been compiled from detailed information obtained from the several departments, divisions,
and offices of the city; and

Whereas, the City Council of the City of Gun Barrel City did sit as a committee of the
whole in the Council Chamber in the City of Gun Barrel City on September 24, 2013 at 6:30 p.m.,
after public notice having been given, to hear any complaints, suggestions or observations during a
public hearing on the proposed budget; and

Whereas, the City Council did take action on the proposed budget on September 24,
2013, after notice having been given;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
GUN BARREL CITY, TEXAS:

Section 1. That the appropriations for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2013 and
ending September 30, 2014 for the support of the general government of the City of Gun Barrel
City, Texas, be fixed and determined for said terms in accordance with the expenditures shown in
the City’s fiscal year 2013-2014 budget, a copy of which is appended hereto.

Section 2. That the budget, as shown in words and figures, is hereby approved in all
aspects and adopted as the City’s budget for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2013, and ending’
September 30, 2014.

Section 3. That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith be and the same
are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 4. If for any reason any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause, phrase, word or
provision of this ordinance, shall be held invalid or unconstitutional by final judgment of a court of
competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect any other section, paragraph, subdivision, clause, phrase,
word or provision of this ordinance, for it is the definite intent of this City Council that every
section, paragraph, subdivision, clause, phrase, word or provision hereof be given full force and
effect for its purpose.
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Section S. This Ordinance shall become effective on the date of its passage and
publication.
